Library Construction Information








If your town or county receives Recovery Act funding, trustees should work with local government to receive funding for public library construction.  The Recovery Act allows for funding for library renovation and additions as well as refurbishment of the library. Refurbishment can include furniture, carpeting, new lighting, new windows, and other such improvements to improve already existing space.  The New Jersey State Library does not have a grant program for library construction at this time. 





There is also funding for Community Development Block Grants in the Recovery Act. These grants can be used for handicapped accessibility improvements such as ramps, doors, and elevators, etc. to improve access.  These funds are received by municipalities and counties and can only be applied for through the municipality or county.
